Stalls Regulations and Information Form

Please read this form carefully and keep it for your reference. Regulations are listed below.

The Festival is taking place on 10th August 2013. If you would like your stall to be listed in the Festival programme, your application should be returned by 10th july 2013. The closing date for all applications is 28th July 2013.

When you pay the registration fee (and no booking will be accepted without it) you are agreeing to accept the conditions below for the use of an empty pitch with no power, stalls / structures or equipment provided.

Any departure from these regulations can and will result in the stallholder being required to leave the Victoria Park. In such circumstances there can be no refund.

1. Vehicles: (limited vehicle access into Park)

Street parking will be available on Craighall Road for Fitness access and Newhaven Road for the entertainment area. Onsite parking is under review and may become available – details will follow with confirmation.

2. Times:

a) Entry 7:30am - 9am Departure 5:30pm – 6:30pm 

b) All stalls must be dismantled and the site cleared by 6:30pm.

c) Arrival and departure times must be strictly adhered to. Full details will be sent with confirmation.

d) Trading starts at 10:00am and ends at 5.00pm on Saturday 10th August

3. Health and Safety: The Health and Safety at Work Act 1974 and all other relevant legislation must be complied with.

4. Stall Coverings: All stall coverings must be fireproof.

5. Glass: Glass containers must not be brought onto the Victoria Park.

6. Theft: Leith Health & Fitness Festival cannot accept responsibility for any items lost or stolen from stalls, stallholders, helpers etc. Please do not leave valuables unattended.

7. Size of Pitch: Each site allocation is approximately three (3) metres wide and is completely empty. Stallholders must provide their own tables, rails, coverings etc.

8. Rubbish: All stallholders are responsible for the cleanliness of the immediate area surrounding their stall. There will be disposal points in Victoria Park for litter – not for discarded goods / packaging etc. Please recycle where possible.

9. Food: Because of strict food safety and hygiene regulations, no stallholder may sell food or drink without special permission from Leith Health & Fitness Festival. 

Those applying for a food stall are required to be familiar with, and to comply with, the Food Hygiene Act 1995 and the Food Safety Act 1990.

Information and a guide to the food industry can be obtained from the Department of Environmental Health, Chesser House, Gorgie Road, Edinburgh. An Inspector from the Department of Environmental Health will be at the Festival.

10. Refunds: If having booked a stall you are unable to attend, you must cancel by 10th of july to receive a refund, minus £10 cancellation fee. Any stallholder not attending on the day will not qualify for a refund. All unsuccessful applicants will be refunded in full. No refunds will be given if the event is canceled due to adverse weather conditions / acts of God or any other circumstances outwith our control.

11. Allocations: These are decided in time for you to receive confirmation by 31 July.  Please phone 07734688945 if you do not receive confirmation by that date.

12. You must have Public Liability Insurance, and stalls that are big enough for customers to enter should have 'No Smoking' and 'Fire Exit' signs.
